Dictators love to usurp power to give people a false sense of security in the quagmire of distrust. 

Remember, we are looking for donors who want to clean up Congress.  

Our potential donors are people who want leaders who 

• have a Ethical Backbone,  

• are guided by a steady Moral Compass,   

• can Restore Trust in America. 

Building the Network of Donors starts with identifying people you know that recognize that, in the 

2026 election, we must Flip the Senate – to put the guardrails back on our precious democracy.  

To Build Our Network, you have two pathways: 

1. Known Friends: Obviously if you know someone and know of their personal point of view, you 

can contact them about our cause. 

2. Neighbors: You may not know of the perspectives of many of your neighbors, but there is an 

easy way to find out. On the next two pages there are instructions on how to search an address 

or a person’s name to determine their political preferences. I was amazed how easy it was. 

You can learn if they are a Republican, Democrat, or None (Independent), the latter two will be most 

amenable to our message at this stage. But don’t discount Republicans, they be Disenfranchised Reagan 

Republicans.
